Evolution Projects:   Why do people need to know about evolution to understand some of the current events going on around them?
Project objective: to help yourself and others better understand evolution via learning viewpoints of others and the science behind their “arguments”, perspectives, or misconceptions.
Project focus ideas:
1.  Evolution in popular media – How is evolution misrepresented in movies and other media?  How can people misunderstand popular media if they don’t understand evolution?

2.  Solving practical problems – Knowledge of evolution is important in everyday life.  Antibiotic resistance, agricultural techniques, climate change and endangered species.
3.  Understanding the controversy  - How does evolution create conflict in a community?  Do not try to solve the controversy, just understand the perspectives of people involved.  Interviews?  State laws on teaching evolution?
4.  Other:  Choose a focus of your own.
Possible Products:
1.  Pamphlet – “family discussion guide”, informative
2.  Video – interviews or your own drama
3.  Role-play or drama (with script)
4.  Case study with resources
5.  Newspaper article
6.  “Survival guide” for future theistic students
7.  Web page
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Requirements:
1.  Submit 2 project options that interest you.  List in order of preference.  I will use this to put you into a study group.
2.  Develop a plan as a group.  What will you do?  Who will be responsible for what? Final product?
3.  Submit the proposal to Mrs. McCarter for approval.

Include amount of time, websites viewed, who you spoke to, etc.  You must document in your journal/notebook your increased understanding of evolution as you research the science behind the discoveries.  I will collect this at the end of the project.
5.  Poster session – construct a “triboard” overviewing the work your group did, why you did it, the final product and what you learned.  Use pictures, graphics, narratives, and include resources.  Complete the graphic organizer about the work of your peers.
6.  Complete a final reflection to compare your learning from beginning of the project to the end.
